Assam Gas Company started project
Pratyasha with Don Bosco Institute,
Guwahati as its implementation partner to
impart skill development in various trades
such as Aviation, Hospitality &
Housekeeping, ISMO, Beauty & Spa, AC &
Refrigeration, Welding etc. It includes social
awareness programme, capacity building,
career guidance, personality development,
leadership training etc. Total 221 trainees
were trained in various trades in the year 2016-17 and out of them
171 were placed directly in various reputed organizations whereas the

rest are self employed. Candidates from our operational area is placed
in reputed groups such as Taj Hotel, Mumbai, Go Air Airlines etc. The
success of this project has led AGCL to extend it for one more year as
Pratyasha-II.

Hospital, Dibrugarh. The cost of the project is 50.08 Lakhs. The Toilet blocks
were inaugurated on 17t October, 2017 by Hon’ble Deputy Commissioner
Smt. Laya Madduri, of Dibrugarh District.

For proper upkeep and maintenance of the Toilet Blocks, AGCL has
outsourced it for mechanized cleaning through a third party.

Besides, one waste to organic converter machine Bioneer 100 along with a
shed has been provided to AMCH at their Bio-medical Waste Processing
Unit.
